In order to ensure a balance of representation from affected landowners,
professionals and community, it is suggested; for affected landowners they may
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wish to appoint an agent or representative to act on their behalf and for the
invited community associations they be represented by up to two (2) persons.

The workshop will also include an analysis of the study area by Council's
consultant and urban designer Noni Ruker (Ruker Urban Design).
