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	Mayor clarifies Husky carpark sale

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SHOALHAVEN Mayor Greg Watson has moved to clarify details of Council’s proposed sale of its Huskisson car park. 

Cr Watson said the land price was not the reported $900,000 but actually $400,000. 

However he said the final negotiable price for the land and associated infrastructure “is estimated” at $3.6 million. 

Cr Watson said the sale of the carpark, which has frontage to Owen and Morton Streets was part of a proposal “to provide more opportunities for appropriate development in Huskisson”. 

Cr Watson said he wanted to correct media reports on the sale of the land following council’s meeting on November 20 when the price for the sale of the land was raised. 

“Firstly let me say that it is incorrect to compare the sale of the Council’s carpark in Owen Street to other unencumbered land in Huskisson as the other parcels of land do not have the restrictions that are placed on Council’s carpark,” Cr Watson said. 

“The correct value of the land arising from the sale includes much more than the value of the property.” 

“Council is proposing to sell the carpark site, however it will retain title to a level in the redevelopment consisting of 78 public car parking spaces. 

“The land price of $400,000 does not take into account the value of the construction of these car parking spaces, valued at between $2 million and $3 million. 

“In addition the community will also gain additional benefits as part of the contract agreement.” 

Cr Watson said some of the benefits such as a roundabout and streetscape improvements have been negotiated by council as part of the sale. 

“These benefits to the village might not have occurred had the sale not been negotiated,” he said. 

These improvements include: 

Roundabout at the corner of Sydney and Owen St $600,000[estimated]. 

Streetscape and footpath construction $450,000 [estimated]. 

Road pavement and angle car parking $150,000 [estimated]. 

Cr Watson said Council is currently in negotiation with Huscorp Group Pty Ltd on the sale of the land, but the negotiations have not been finalised yet, which is a reason for the proposal being considered in confidence in council’s Property Steering Committee. 

“This sale is complex and involves more than a simple financial transaction for a parcel of land that Council owns,” Cr Watson said.
